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Hurricane Katrina

“My whole life changed because of Hurricane Katrina,” says Jerry Longman. “My house

and my neighborhood disappeared on that terrible day.” Jerry was living in New Orleans
when the hurricane hit. The waters flooded the city and destroyed hundreds of buildings.
Jerry is lucky to be alive.

Hurricane Katrina hit the United States on August 29, 2005. It was one of the worst
hurricanes that ever happened in the United States: 1,800 people died and one million
people had to leave their homes. It was especially bad in New Orleans, where 80% of the city
was covered with water.

When the hurricane hit, Jerry was at home with his grandfather. He remembers, “The
water started coming into the house and soon it was more than a meter high. We made a
big hole in the roof so we could get out. We waited on the roof for two days. It was awful!
Finally, a helicopter came and rescued us.”

Barbara Shell's neighborhood was destroyed. She and her family had to live in an
emergency center with 30,000 people for a week. Then they went to live with friends in
New York for a year. When Barbara returned to New Orleans, she joined an organization
that helps other survivors. “People lost everything they owned,” she says. “Some people
even lost family members and friends. These people will suffer for a very long time.”

It has taken years for the survivors to start their new lives. Some people built their
houses again in their old neighborhoods. Others left New Orleans and moved to different
cities. Still, many survivors would agree with 13-year-old Lucy Jones. She says that she
learned something very important from the frightening experience. “It was really hard.
Sometimes we didn't even have food or water. But | was thankful that | didn't lose my
family or friends. The experience taught me just how important family and friends are.”

When | was in junior high school, what my friends thought of me was real important
to me. During those years | grew much taller than most of my peers. Being so tall
made me feel uncomfortable. In order to keep the focus off of me and my unusual
height, | went along with the crowd who would play practical jokes on other kids

at school. Being one of the class clowns gave me a way to make sure that the
jokes were directed at others, and not at me.

| would pull all kinds of pranks that were hurtful, and sometimes even harmful, to others.
| thought they were going to be funny, but they ended up that no one thought they were
— least of all my father.

My parents didn't always think that my behavior was funny. They reminded me about
the Golden Rule: to treat others as | would like to be treated. Many times, | was
disciplined for the hurtful way that | was treating others. What | was doing was hurting
other kids, and in turn hurting my reputation as someone to be looked up to. My friends
were looking up to me because | was tall, but what did they see?

My parents wanted me to be a leader who was a good example to others — to be a decent
human being. They taught me to set my own goals, and to do the best at everything that

| set out to do. During the lectures | got from my father, he told me over and over again to
be the leader that | was meant to be — to be a big man in my heart and actions, as well as
in my body. | had to question myself whether or not it was important to be the kind of leader
and person my father believed | was inside. | knew in my heart that he was right. So | tried
my best to follow my father's advice.

Once | focused on being the best that | could be at basketball and became a leader in the
game, | took my responsibility to set a good example more seriously. | sometimes have to
stop and think before | act, and | make mistakes occasionally — everyone is human. But |
continue to look for opportunities where | can make a difference, and to set a good
example because of my father's advice. | now pass it on to you.
